3. WORLD LONG RANGE RIFLE CHAMPIONSHIPS
AUSTRALIA 2011

The World Long Range Rifle Championships was hosted by the National Rifle Association of Australia from 6
to 24 October 2011 at the Belmont Shooting Complex in Brisbane , Australia.

On arrival in Australia the talk on the range was that the fight for the medals was between Great Britain, United
States of America and Australia. South Africa was not given a chance to win any medals.

The last three years has passed in the blink of an eye and our Team has had both success and learning
experiences. What an honor was it not to be part of this South African Target Rifle Team.
We were a team of 24 members who were committed to one goal — and that was to win the gold medal.

It was clear from the results from matches prior to the World Championships, the Presidents and Queens
Matches, that our shottists are shooting well — Johan Du Toit winning the Presidents match with only 1 point
down with a score of 299.41 out of 300.

The first team match, the prestigious Australian Match, has finally arrived. It was a good dress rehearsal for the
Palma Match. The match was fired over 4 distances, 300, 600, 900 and a 1000 yards. It was a tough match and
only a few points separate the teams from each other at the end. To the surprise of everybody, South Africa won
the silver medal with a score of 1965 out of 2000, only 4 points behind the winners, Great Britain with a score of
1969 out of 2000.

Then it was on to the World Individual Long Range Championships that was fired over 3 days over 3 distances
per day, 800, 900 and a 1000yards. WOW! — What a performance was it not by the South African shooters. The
South African shooters won 11 medals in total, one behind the USA in first position. Undoubtedly it was the
best-ever performance by SA shooters at a World Championships.

The best of them all, and the youngest (only 22 years old), André Du Toit. He not only won the u/25 World
Individual Championships, but won the Silver Medal in the open class after he won the shoot off at 1000 yards
against David Luckman, the world champion in 2007. He won 4 medals in total. What a performance — Well
done André!

On the morning of the World Long Range Team Championships (PALMA Match) the following was said about
us: “The South Africans have been the surprise packet of the week. They performed admirably in the Australian
Match as they have individually since then.” After the performances of the shottists in the individual
championships, the spirits in the team were high and everybody was ready for the team match — this was now,
for the team, the culmination of fours years of hard work.

The match was fired over 2 days shooting each day an 800, 900 and a 1000yds.

After 2 days of intense shooting in difficult conditions, Great Britain won with a score of 7027 — 651 with South
Africa taking second place with a score of 6992 - 651 and the USA in third place with a score of 6980 — 655.
Arno Haasbroek shot the second highest individual score (445 / 450) in the Palma match and André Du Toit
fourth with a score of 444 / 450.

What a team performance and excellent shooting. Was it not by probably one of the greatest South African
Teams ever, on and off the mound. Being the only team to receive a standing ovation going to podium and back
from podium after receiving the medals, one realize the respect the shooting world has for this team.

At the end of such a magnificent event, memories of a great tour still fresh in your mind and looking at the
results, one realize that there was a lot of people and companies that have played a big roll in the success of the
team. Without their support and sponsorship we would not have had the opportunity to experience this success.

4. Swartkruit Weéreldkampioenskappe

SABU se Suid-Afrikaanse Swartkruit span het in September 2011 aan hulle Wéreldkampioenskappe
deelgeneem. BAIE GELUK aan hulle met hulle puik prestasies en met die wen van die Span
Wedstr?]/d. Hiermee van hulle prestasies:

“The 8" MLAIC mid- and long range world championship was hosted by the UK from 12 to 18
September 2011 at the world renowned Bisley Range in Surrey, London in the UK.

Kobus de Villiers, shooting in the original class did us proud by winning bronze at 300, bronze at 500,
silver at 600, gold at 900 and gold with a new world record at 1000. Needless to say, he won the
individual overall aggregate match and became the first individual to win the original class mid- and
long range world title three times — more so, three consecutive times!

In the replica class the Proteas did very well with Corena de Beer winning gold and John Duckitt silver
in the 300 yards event.

In the 500 yards event Merwe van Rensburg took bronze with Eugene Kuisis taking the 6" position.

In the 600 yards event Eugene Kuisis took the 4™ position.

At 900 yards Tertius Smit took the gold and Merwe van Rensburg took the 5™ position after a count out
on v-bulls from the 3, 4™ and 5™ positions.

At 1000 yards Tertius Smit took gold with a new world record, John Duckitt took silver and Merwe
van Rensburg took bronze placing the final stamp on the individual events.



Corena de Beer also took the award as the highest scoring lady during the championship. Eugene
Kuisis took the third place in the mid range aggregate with Tertius Smit the first place and Merwe van
Rensburg the second place in the long range aggregate.

Besides the world records, two South African records were also broken — the 300 yards (Corena de
Beer) and at 1000 yards, both Tertius Smit and Kobus broke the record with the same score.

South Africa finished the individual matches in the replica class with three Proteas in the top ten
ranking of the overall aggregate match (mid- and long range matches combined).

Merwe van Rensburg took the second place in the overall aggregate match with the same score as the
winner who counted him out with three v-bulls.

Tertius Smit took the 4™ place and Corena de Beer the 10™ place.

A total of individual medals and 4 awards were secured by the Proteas in the individual events.

The overall team aggregate comprises of the specific countries’ mid range score added to the long
range score.

Again the Proteas ensured victory by taking the first place with 903 points, the USA second with 886
points and Germany third with 856 points.

As in 2007 and 2009, the Proteas was the only country that could break the magical 900 point mark.”

Instrukteur: Die Bestuurder moet die vermoé hé om skietopleiding te kan reél en
doen met jongmense, terwyl die nodige dissipline gehandhaaf word wanneer vereis.

e  Oorsese toer, bespreking van vlugkaartjies, toerverblyf, etes, wapenpermitte en
Vervoer.

e  Begroting opstel van toer, sowel as jaarlikse ontwikkelingsbegroting vir juniors.

e Finansiéle verslagdoening van inkomstes en uitgawes aangegaan.

e  Bestuursvermoé nodig om met ‘n span te toer en al die algemene pligte en reélings
ten opsigte van spanskiet.
